The Federation invites tenders for the Daily Live Commentary and Webcast at the above event which is to take place at Venue Cymru, Llandudno from 28th  July to 6th August 2017. 

Conditions of this contract 

 The commentator is expected to arrive at the venue by 3 pm latest on Friday, 28th July in order to ensure that he/she has access to all equipment needed.

 The Commentator’s Game of the Day must be uploaded to the ECF Youtube Account daily by 10 am the following morning.
 The Commentator should be available to present the game of the day prize at the start of play each day.

Commentary will take place during the 9 playing days, between 2.45 pm and 6.15 pm for rounds 1-8 and between 10.15 and the conclusion of the Championship during round 9. A 30 minute break would be included daily, time arranged at the discretion of the commentator.  The commentary must also be extended during round 8 beyond 6.15 pm until games involving those in competition for 1st place in the Championship are concluded. Should there be a play-off on the final Sunday the commentator must be availabe to provide commentary for the full duration of this play off.     

Any bids should be in the form of an e-mail marked clearly “Championship Bid – (Commentary)” sent to The Congress Manager and should arrive no later than Monday 6th February 2017 and clearly state the terms of the prospective tender. Any bids not received by that date may be rejected. 

Please include hours you are prepared to work, any accreditation and a brief chess CV.

Bids must list full financial requirements including accommodation needs, daily allowance, travelling expenses and any other expenses / fees. Each item should be listed separately.

A sub-committee will consider each bid and will advise all parties in writing with letters or emails posted no later than 6th March 2017 whether their bid has been successful. The bidding procedure is confidential, the Federation may accept/reject any bid without assigning a reason and will not enter into any correspondence relating to the bidding procedure.
